13 days cruise/training to Cork, Race week 12-18 July.

8 days race week only, experienced crew only

Costs inc VAT, food onboard and berthing in Cork Week and race entry and social package:

Proposal3: £990
The outward and the return trip could be used for some to gain their 60mile passages as skipper as required for yachtmaster qualification and an opportunity for everyone to practice other roles in the crew or simply have a great cruise. The Cruising distance is approximately 350 Nautical miles each way a little more if we go via the Scilly Isles.
Racing will be with full racing sails and spinnakers. The racing is a varied programme of short courses, windward/leewards and longer passages. See http://corkweek.ie
I would need a deposit for the event which is usually 25% , before the end of February to qualify for this reduced amount.
The balance will be due before June 1st, as Cork’s rules are that the full crew list is finalised by that date.

Arcsine would need 7 onboard for the racing, including myself. This is a bit crowded in port so it may be possible to rent a house in Cork or a share in one to relieve that and get the weight off the boat!
